I’m very sorry to have to inform you that on ________________, the North Carolina Court of Appeals found no error and affirmed the trial court’s decision.  I am enclosing a copy of the Court’s written opinion.  I have carefully reviewed the Court of Appeals’ decision.  I do not believe that the Supreme Court of North Carolina would review your case further or grant you any relief.  Because I do not believe that I can provide useful assistance to you in the North Carolina Supreme Court, I have determined that my representation of you is now over.

You should know that under N.C. Gen. Stat. § 7A-31 and Rule 15 of the Rules of Appellate Procedure, you may yourself ask the Supreme Court to review your case by filing a Petition for Discretionary Review in the Supreme Court of North Carolina.  I have enclosed a copy of this statute and this rule for you to read.  You can hire a lawyer to file a PDR if you can afford to do so, but I would file the petition for you if I thought the Supreme Court would review your case.  The Petition for Discretionary Review must be filed with the Clerk of the Supreme Court, Post Office Box 2170, Raleigh, North Carolina 27602, within thirty-five (35) days of the date the Court of Appeals' decision was filed, or by ___________________.  Again, whether I had filed it, you file it, or some other lawyer files it, I do not believe that the Supreme Court will decide to review the decision of the Court of Appeals.

I am enclosing your trial transcript consisting of _____ volumes.  This is the original and we do not keep a copy of your transcript.
I am sorry that we were not able to persuade the Court of Appeals to grant you relief.
