This is an appeal from a final judgment terminating the respondent-appellant [father/mother’s] parental rights.  The respondent-appellant [father/mother] is entitled to appeal pursuant to Sections 7B-1001(a)(6) and 7A-27 of the General Statutes of North Carolina.  

FOR TERMINATION OF PARENTAL RIGHTS ORDER & CEASE REUNIFICATION ORDER WHERE RIGHT TO APPEAL PROPERLY PRESERVED:

This is an appeal from a final judgment terminating the respondent-appellant [father/mother’s] parental rights and the cease reunification order.  The respondent-appellant [father/mother] is entitled to appeal pursuant to Sections 7B-1001(a)(5) and (6) and 7A-27 of the General Statutes of North Carolina.
