NOW COMES the defendant, NDEFENDANT, by and through counsel and makes the following motions to the Court:

1.
Pursuant to N.C.G.S. §15A-1241(b) defendant moves that all proceedings associated with this matter, including jury voir dire, opening and closing arguments, bench conferences, arguments of counsel, and any other proceedings not ordinarily recorded, be recorded in their entirety by the court reporter assigned to this matter.

2.
Pursuant to N.C. Rule of Evidence 615 and N.C.G.S. §15A-1225 defendant moves that all witnesses be excluded from the courtroom and the proceedings therein until such time as they have given testimony in this case.

3.
Pursuant to N.C.G.S. §15A-902(f) and N.C. Rule of Evidence 613, defendant moves for the production of all prior statements of any prosecution witnesses immediately after the conclusion of their direct testimony.  Counsel for defendant also requests that the Court allow a reasonable time to review any such material before being required to cross-examine any such witness. 

4.
Pursuant to N.C.G.S. §15A-952, Brady v. Maryland, 373 U.S. 83 (1963), and Giglio v. United States, 405 U.S. 150 (1972), counsel requests the production of all criminal records as known to the State of any witness intended to be called by the State, either in its case in chief or in any other portion of these proceedings.

5.
Pursuant to N.C. Rules of Evidence 403 and 404(b), counsel requests an order from the Court prohibiting the State from mentioning or eliciting from any witness any alleged acts of prior misconduct on the part of the defendant or any reference to the defendant's past criminal conviction record.  
At a minimum counsel requests that the Court enter such an order directing the State not to proceed in any of these areas without first making a voir dire showing outside the presence of the jury and thereafter proceeding only as the Court directs.  Further, counsel requests an opportunity to be heard prior to trial as to these matters.  In addition, should the Court find any of the material referring to defendant's alleged prior bad acts admissible pursuant to 404(b), defendant requests that the State be required to state on the record for what limited purpose the evidence is being offered and that the Court issue a limiting instruction so admonishing the jury on the limited use of the evidence.
