	MOTION FOR APPEAL BOND




NOW COMES THE DEFENDANT/APPELLANT, by and through undersigned counsel, and pursuant to G.S. 15A-534 and 15A-536 moves this Court for a secured bond during appeal. In support thereof, the movant shows the following.


1. The Appellant was convicted of three charges of embezzlement during the _________ session of ____________ County Criminal Superior Court, the Honorable _______________, Superior Court Judge presiding.


2. The Appellant received an active sentence of not less than six nor more than eight months on one charge and probation on two other charges. She gave timely notice of appeal, and the undersigned was appointed as appellate counsel.
